Results:

I refined my reports on Microsoft Greenwich and Jabber IM XML Platforms and have re-labelled them to version 2. As I didn’t have much new information, most of the changes made were to improve readability and flow of the discussion paper. 

For the Industry research part, I read many articles and resources relating to Linux to find recent developments since the writing of the Technology Briefing Notes 28/11/2002. 

A few of the most notable improvements/updates that I came across included:

· The release of LSB version 1.3, which supersedes version 1.2

· The addition of major IT/telecommunications specialists HP, IBM & AMD, as technology partners to the UnitedLinux group

· The release of UnitedLinux Version 1.0, as a enterprise-class operating system to rival other proprietary operating systems

· Plans for the integration of the Carrier Grade Linux version 1.1, to enable the development of Carrier Grade applications

Conclusions:

Through my research I have gained a good insight on Linux Standards, open source code ands its current status & application in the real world. Although there is much information available on the Internet regarding these topics, it is very easy to get sidetracked from the relevant information, as it is all quite interesting!  I found that there was much information relating to Linux, although I found I had to look a bit harder to find information to update the topics covered in the Technology Briefing Notes. I was unable to find much information to update the status of the TranzRail Linux implementation, this may have been due to its current financial situation.
